TWINNED MUSEUMS

The Nikos Kazantzakis Museum, in the context of the relationships and collabo-
rations it develops, has been twinned with museums of personalities associated
with Nikos Kazantzakis. He himself, although he never met Lu Xun, was aware
of his work, and scholars have discerned commonalities in the multidimensional
work of both, particularly the deep humanism that permeates their work, enough
to give them the opportunity to “meet” after death.

In 2012, at the initiative of Giorgos Stasinakis, then president of the International
Association of Friends of Nikos Kazantzakis, and Elena Avramidou, then educa-
tional attaché of the Greek Embassy in Beijing, the twinning of the Nikos Ka-
zantzakis and Lu Xun Museum, located in Shaoxing, Lu Xun's hometown, took
place. The twinning was of great historical and symbolic importance, as it was
the first cooperation agreement signed by a Chinese and a Greek museum. The
cooperation of the two Museums was updated and renewed in 2023 with the
signing of a new cooperation protocol, this time in Myrtia, the ancestral village
of Nikos Kazantzakis.

The Shaoxing Lu Xun Museum is located in Shaoxing City, Zhejiang Province in
eastern coastal China. It is the largest and most important of a total of five mu-
seums in China dedicated to the author Lu Xun, the founder of Modern Chinese
Literature. It started its operation in 1953. The museum is actually part of a wider
museum complex dedicated to Lu Xun that covers an area of 500,000 m2 The
complex includes Lu Xun's family’s ancestral home, the house where he was born
and spent his childhood and teenage years, his school, his study hall, the family
garden, and two temples. The museum has unique collections of relics related to
Lu Xun and offers visitors a true opportunity to get to know the author’s works
better, appreciate the folk customs in his works, experience his life and experience
scenes mentioned in his writings. The museum is an important domestic and inter-
national tourist destination with approximately two million visitors per year.

SOME INFORMATION
ABOUT THE CONCERT

Among Giannis Konstantinidis’ large oeuvre, his works for orchestra Dodecanese
Suite no. 2. It is a suite of 22 Dodecanese folk melodies (in the original writing
of the work there were 28) that the composer drew - with the sole exception of
no. 15- from the collection of the leading scholar of our traditional music Samuel
Baud-Bovy Songs of the Dodecanese. This suite was for Konstantinidis, in a way,
a study of style and harmonic processing for several of his later compositions.
Thus, we find some of her pieces arranged or transcribed in the Suite for violin
and piano (1947), in the two Dodecanese Suites for symphony orchestra (1948 and
1949), in some of the Children’s Pieces (1948-51), in the Sonatina for piano no. 3
(1952) and in 8 Dodecanese Songs for mixed choir a cappella (1972). The first of
the melodies that make up the piano suite is the Carpathian Dyosmaraki.

The piano work Pictures from Bashu is Huwei Huang's key work. The publication
Sposobin’s Harmony. Textbook and Keys to Exercises (2000), which took him 16
years to complete, is his masterpiece of theoretical work. Huwei Huang's compo-
sitions mainly focus on a functional harmony system that iontegrates traditional
harmony with the language of folk music. His famous piano suite Pictures from
Bashu successfully combines western traditional harmiony techniques with the
Chinese folk music, full of strong ethnic charateristics. It was published in 1958
and expresses the author’s longing for his home of Sihuan. With piano music as
the “paint”, these “pictures”, in the form of six songs, vary in shade and taste, and
have been widely praised in music circles at home and abroad.

Inner Mongolia Suite, Op. 9, is a suite for violin and piano by Ma Sicong. The
Suite was composed in 1937 after Ma's return from a trip to Suiyuanprovince,
and published under the title Suiyuan Suite; it was renamed after Suiyuan was
incorporated into Inner Mongolia in 1954. Its three movements, based on tradi-
tional music of the Suiyuan region, are: I. Epic, Il. Nostalgia, Ill. Dances Beyond
the Frontier. The second movement, Nostalgia is Ma’s most famous work and
frequently played in concerts.

Theodorakis’ Sonatinas constitute a most healthy expression of Hellenism in the
middle of the 20th century, when all the trends were busy restructuring them-
selves. The Sonatinas do not look back, they are forward-looking and succeed
in reestablishing a Modern Greek musical vocabulary in the international “text-
books". Clear thoughts free of worry and weight, full of light and life. Balance is
struck between many extreme opposites, which were typical of the composer
in those, years, and the fact that this is achieved in an actual fashion enhances
the attractiveness of the music. Important was the contribution made by Manos
Hatzidakis to the third movement of the 1st Sonatina. Hatzidakis added an in-
tercalated episode to the final part - as attested by Theodorakis himself - by
using his pencil to put a musical mark on time, thus helping us to understand the
relation of the two.

THE COMPOSERS

Giannis Konstantinidis (1903-1984), the important scholar composer, was best
known for his parallel career in “light song”, under the pseudonym Kostas Gi-
annidis. He is one of the important representatives of modern Greek art music.
His artistic activity and compositional style were permeated by strong “national”
characteristics. His rich work is distinguished by songs of scholar form but also
light, chamber music works, works for piano, 44 children’s pieces in Greek folk
purposes.

Huwei Huang (1932-2019) was born in Neijiang (Sichuan Province). In 1954 he
graduated from the Composition Department of the Southwest Conservatory
of Music, and then taught there. In 1956 he entered the Central Conservatory of
Music and studied under Soviet composer Leh Si Gulov. He successively served
as lecturer, associate professor, professor and director of the Composition De-
partment of Sihuan Conservatory of Music, devoting his life to theory research,
creative activities and music education. He published over 100 pieces of music
including works for piano, violin and flute. In addition he produced many books
on childrens’ songs, dance music, singing and dancing for large groups, opera
and TV drama music.

Ma Sicong (1912-1987) was a Chinese violinist and composer. He was referred to
in China as “The King of Violinists.” His Nostalgia for violin, composed in 1937 as
part of the Inner Mongolia Suite, is considered one of the most favorite pieces of
20th century China. Ma Sicong is remembered today as a leading violinist, com-
poser and teacher who devoted his life to creating a new national identity for
Chinese music. He pioneered the use of folk idioms, often adopting fragments
or motifs from folk tunes and crafting them into his own musical writing. His vast
output includes symphonies, concertos, chamber music, operas and ballet music
as well as various forms of vocal music. Of this extensive output, Ma's violin mu-
sic is widely regarded as one of his most important contributions.

Mikis Theodorakis (1925-2021) is one of the most important personalities in the
history of Greek music, to the promotion of which he contributed internationally
with his rich work, mainly as a composer of popular music. A genius himself, he
promoted great Greek artists to the international stage and created an entire
School with his kind of music, which is a deep cut, not only in the history of
Greek music, but also of the world. With a strongly developed social sensibility
and the popular element, his music was at the center of Greek culture - along
with the music of the other great bard of the era, Manos Hadjidakis - throughout
the period after 1960 and went hand in hand with his militant presence in politics
life of the country.
